Partial list of projects:

Migrate AMS network from RIP to EIGRP. (CISCO 7000’s and RSM’s)

This included the migration of 20 global routers supporting a private bank environment.

Created project plan, chaired meetings and implemented actual cutover, insuring the redistribution of RIP into EIGRP when necessary.
